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Dear Student:
Enclosed is the summer registration schedule for courses at the UMDNJ-School of Public Health, Piscataway/New Brunswick campus.  Beyond the course offerings listed you may register for fieldwork.

What You Need to Register
1.  If you are interested in enrolling in any of the summer courses, please contact the Campus Public Health Office (732) 235-4646 for a registration card.  Please specify if you are planning on registering for a Rutgers University or UMDNJ-SPH course (there is a difference in the registration cards and if taking a Rutgers course you will need to complete both).  UMDNJ course numbers begin with a “0" and Rutgers University courses begin with a “9,” so you can distinguish the difference.

Students taking Rutgers courses will need to request an official transcript at the conclusion of the summer session and send it to the Campus Public Health Office, so our Registrar can have the grade noted on your transcript at UMDNJ-SPH.

2. Your card needs to be signed by an advisor.

3.  Payment Required to the institution offering  the course (i.e., Rutgers University or UMDNJ).  UMDNJ now accepts credit cards.  If you are paying by credit card you must first bring your registration card to the Campus Office, and then call the main Cashier’s Office in New 

Brunswick, 732/235-9169 and phone in your credit card information. 

Rutgers University will send bills to your  home address. Students must return the bottom portion of the term bill with payment in full by the due date.  To avoid a late fee, payment must be received by the cashier on or before the due date.  Postmarks are not honored.  Payment may be made by credit card.  

4.  Your Registration Card is due  in the Public Health Office by 5:00pm on April 13, 2007.  We will not accept registration beyond this date until the late registration period begins for which you will be assessed $50.  See below for dates.

5.  Late registration (May 7 - 11) will take place at the Office of Registrar, SPH, Third floor, Suite 331 between the hours of 9:00am - 5:00pm. 

6.  Because of the abbreviated summer schedule, there is no deferred payment plan available for summer tuition, and no adding of courses beyond the registration deadline specified.
Tuition/Fees and Add/Drops  are a bit complicated with all the different Schools involved.  The schedules appear on the following pages.   Each School has their own set of rules and tuition rates, so please read carefully.

Registration Calendar
For courses offered through UMDNJ-SPH, Piscataway/New Brunswick:
100% refund for withdrawal before courses begin, 80% refund for withdrawal from a course during the first week “W” grade assigned.

60% refund for total withdrawal from all courses during the second week “W”grade assigned.

40% refund for total withdrawal from all courses during the third week and "W" grade assigned.

NO refund after the third week. Fourth week is the last week to drop without an academic penalty.  We will assign a grade of “W.”

What do I have to do if I wish to drop a course?
You have to withdraw from a course within the time limits shown in this course booklet for each summer term.  To withdraw officially, you must file a change of course form (add/drop form).  If the course is a UMDNJ-SPH course, you may drop the course at the SPH Campus Office or with the SPH Office of Registrar.  If the course is a Rutgers University course, you must drop the course with the Rutgers University Registrar’s Office at Rutgers University, 65 Davidson Road, Administrative Services Building, Room 200F, Busch Campus), and you must notify the campus office of this change in your schedule, or it will remain on your transcripts with academic ramifications.  In addition, you must complete a SPH add/drop form at the SPH Campus Office, or the Office of Registrar.
